The maximum duration of short stays within the Schengen Area is 90 days in any 180-day


period. The entry and departure dates are also used in the calculation of the duration of


stay.

In principle,


this residence permit has to be filed before entering Switzerland at the cantonal migration


office.

(children under 7 also without photo); Swiss foreign resident’s permit with photo; 


Belgian or Luxembourg identity cards for resident foreigners (these identity cards 


must prove that the holder has French citizenship).

Identity cards issued from 1 January 2004 to persons 18 years and over are legally 


valid for 15 years.
